Pathfinder for 

English 10 – Poetry
Try these poetry sources.  They’ll help you find biographical information and poems for your poet FASTER than if you start Googling without reading this!!!!  Trust me.
Starting at the library home page, and try the following. 
1) Click on the Student Resource Center Gold.  Type your poet’s name in the search box. When the results come up, click on the REFERENCE tab and you will find biographical information about your poet from authorized sources.
2) Click on Twayne Author Series. Once in this site, you can search by poet’s last name.  You will find biographical information and even some poems.  There is also criticism of some works.  Good for famous poets who have a large body of work i.e. Dickinson, Longfellow, etc.
3) Click on Literature Resource Center.  This is devoted to all types of literature.  More modern writers/song writers may appear here. You will also find criticism here.  This is a real literature driver site.

4) Click on WorldBook Online.  Go to Advanced.  Type in your poet in the search box.  Good biographical information can be found here and some poets have many of their works here in EBooks.
5) Click on the GROLIER Online link. 
Enter userid: ocmboces2  password: ocmboces2
Enter poet’s name in search box.  Click on entries for articles with biographical information.  There are also “Links” (see right column or upper right column) for links to poems and more information.  This takes you out on the web, so get your bio. information first from the articles.

On the WEB…

If you choose to go out on the web, instead of Googling, save yourself some time and use these links that I already checked out for you.

And if you feel you MUST use wikipedia.com READ THIS, please. You CAN find full list (bibliographies) of a writer’s works.  Please remember that you can’t cite the wikipedia article.  At the bottom of the articles, though is a list of the sources used to create the wikipedia entry. You can click on many of them and go to those sites for your information.
http://www.poets.org (The Academy of American Poets) At this site you can search by poet or by poem.  There is biographical information and a sampling of poems for each poet.  I found some more contemporary poets here.
http://poetry.org This site has biographical information for famous poets and a sampling of poems.

http://www.bartleby.com This site has the more famous “dead white poets” with short biographies. Choose VERSE.

http://poetry.eserver.org This site is maintained by Iowa State University.  Choose POETRY.  I liked this site.

For fun: take a look at http://www.loc.gov/poetry/180  Poetry 180 site maintained by the Library of Congress.  It contains a poem a day for HS students and a really nice primer on “How to read a poem aloud” by former Poet Laureate, Billy Collins.
