I. Call to Order

  The Regular Meeting of the LaFayette Board of Education was held on Thursday, May 22, 2008, at                 the LaFayette Junior/Senior High School LGI.  The meeting was called to order by President Keefe at 
approximately 5:32 p.m.  Present were Trustees Dadey, LaCava, and Miller.  Also in attendance were Peter Tigh, Superintendent of Schools, Tom Goskoski, School Business Official, and Suzanne Dodge and Tom McCasland of the LaFayette Non-Instructional Employees Association.
  On the recommendation of President Keefe, a motion by Trustee LaCava, seconded by Trustee       
         Dadey to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters according to Section (f) of Policy 1730 and to include members of the LaFayette Non-Instructional Employees Association.

II. Opening Remarks – President Keefe welcomed everyone in attendance and stated that there would be a presentation for Languages other than English by Madame Agati.  He stated that the   Board would conduct its regular agenda and conduct an Executive Session toward the end of the regular meeting. He also mentioned that Trustee Garabedian was not present, but had been excused.
     Interim District Clerk Goskoski called Carole Dwyer forward to be sworn in as a new member of the LaFayette Central School District Board of Education replacing Trustee Mary Adam who resigned her term earlier this year.  Mr. Goskoski administered the Oath of Office to Ms. Dwyer.  Trustee Dwyer joined the meeting at that point.

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IV. District Presentations and Reports
 A. Department Presentation – LOTE (Language other than English) & ESL (English as a    
Second Language) – Nicole Agati – Overview

Superintendent Tigh introduced Nicole Agati, French Teacher at the Junior/Senior High School and Language Department Chair.  Madame Agati gave an overview of the department, its goals, and accomplishments.  The Board congratulated Madame Agati for achieving their goals.

C. Oral Communications –  April Palmer presented a letter to the Board of Education and thanked them and the administration for their support in bringing Scott Fried to speak to Jr./Sr. High School students.  She noted that Mr. Fried’s message was about self-esteem and turning negatives into positives.  Several other parents of Jr./Sr. High School students expressed their support of the program.  Trustee Wolf thanked parents for taking the time to come in to express their views.  He encouraged parents to get involved with the school district.
V.   Old Business
A. Effort and Recognition
     Trustee Miller stated that the recent band concerts were excellent. She noted that the Prom that was held at Drumlins went well, as did the After-Prom Party held at the Onondaga Ice Arena.  She thanked April Palmer and the Student Council for a wonderful event. It was suggested that Community of Caring letters be sent to Pat Haight for her part in helping to organize the After-Prom party and to the Onondaga Ice Arena for donating the space and personnel for the event.  Trustee Miller also reminded people about the upcoming Memorial Day Parade and welcomed newly elected Board of Education member Patti Sofranko to the meeting.  She also recognized districts teachers who were awarded Teacher Center Grants. Literacy grant winners were Eliza Bailey, Teresa Hoy, Jana Silvestro, Melissa Terrell, and Colleen Woodworth.  Creator grants were awarded to Eliza Bailey, Nicole Hutson, Tom Turner, and Colleen Woodworth. Conference grant awards went to Marie Hayes, Teresa Hoy, Mary Alice Hueber, and Colleen Woodworth. 

Trustee LaCava stated that the concern was not only with aspects of the message of Scott Fried, but that the process of selection, the lack of parental involvement, the age appropriateness of the message, and the qualifications of the speaker were also concerns.

     The Board discussed the choice of logo for the center court of the Jr./Sr. High School gym.  Board     members were asked to submit logos from the past and any other suggestions that they are aware of.  Superintendent Tigh also said that he would check with Jerry Kelly about past logos.

C. Enrollment Projections
     School Business Official Goskoski stated that he had received the electronic version of the   enrollment projection and that he would work with District Webmaster Karen Grimm to get it posted on the district web-site.
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     Trustee Wolf stated that for legal and personal reasons he does not agree with, support, or condone the negative statements made by Trustee Dwyer, in her last Board meeting, about the administration and Board of Education.  Trustee Dwyer claimed that she did not make these statements.  Trustee LaCava asked that the Board move on to another topic and Board members agreed to move on.
