I. Call to Order

II. Opening Remarks – President Keefe welcomed everyone in attendance and stated that there 
would be a presentation on Project Lead the Way and Technology by Steve Young and Jeff Capella.

IV. District Presentations and Reports
 A. Department Presentation – Project Lead the Way – Steve Young – Overview
