• Use functions to model relationships between 

quantities.

• Understand congruence and similarity using 

physical models, transparencies, or geometry 

software. 

• Understand and apply the Pythagorean 

Theorem. 

• Solve real-world and mathematical problems 

involving volume of cylinders, cones and 

spheres. 

Statistics and Probability 
• Investigate patterns of association in bivariate 

data. 


Note-Taking:


You will be taking notes on loose-leaf paper, and storing it in the Note-taking section of your binder.  You will use your notes to recall previously learned topics, as a guide to help you understand and complete your homework, and to study for quizzes and tests.
Homework:


Homework will be assigned three to four nights per week.  You will need to bring your binder home in order to have the necessary information to complete your homework successfully.
