• Work with radicals and integer exponents. 

• Understand the connections between 

proportional relationships, lines, and linear 

equations. 

• Analyze and solve linear equations and pairs of 

simultaneous linear equations. 
Functions 
• Define, evaluate, and compare functions. 

• Use functions to model relationships between 

quantities.

	Geometry 
• Draw, construct and describe geometrical 

figures and describe the relationships between 

them. 

• Solve real-life and mathematical problems 

involving angle measure, area, surface area, 

and volume. 

• Understand congruence and similarity using 

physical models, transparencies, or geometry 

software. 

• Understand and apply the Pythagorean 

Theorem. 

• Solve real-world and mathematical problems 

involving volume of cylinders, cones and 

spheres. 
Statistics and Probability 
• Use random sampling to draw inferences about 

a population. 

• Draw informal comparative inferences about 

two populations. 

• Investigate chance processes and develop, use, 

and evaluate probability models. 

• Investigate patterns of association in bivariate 

data.


Note-Taking: 

You will receive Notes Packets for each unit. We will follow a guided note-taking approach which will include vocabulary terms, as well as worked out examples of each topic. Notes Packets will be stored in the Note-taking section of your binder.  You will use notes to recall previously learned topics, as a guide to help you understand and complete your homework, and to study for quizzes and tests.

Homework:


Homework will be assigned four nights per week.  You will need to bring your binder home in order to have the necessary information to complete your homework successfully. If you are absent from math class for any reason (sickness, band lesson, etc.), it is your responsibility to find out what you have missed. Upon successful completion of this advanced course, you will be taking the Algebra 1 Regents Exam at the end of your 8th grade year (next year).
